It is an issue 
that divides the city and, despite intense 
pressure, we resisted declaring a 
preference for either club. I just decided 
to declare my Bomber blood and offend 
everyone equally! During our time there, 
we were also able to meet and talk with 
the Minister for Education for the 
Netherlands, a very interesting and 
unique experience. It was a 
tremendously informative trip for both of 
us but, as was the case after a similar trip 
to SA last year, we each came away with 
the conclusion that, in so many ways, we 
in Victoria are far ahead of the rest of 
Australia in the provision of quality, 
modern, government education. In 
saying that though, I would gladly have 
the standard of facilities that both SA 
and WA schools have compared to the 
sub-standard physical environment found 
in many Victorian schools!

Today I’ve been looking at photos of the 
cross-age activities and the dress-up 
parade and I’m so disappointed I wasn’ t 
here! I did have some phone calls over to 
the West to tell me how well things were 
going and, since returning, many

Once 
again, the teachers and children, with the 
support of our fabulous parents, turned 
on another incredible week of Tyabb 
magic! I know the whole school looked 
fabulous on open night and it’s always 
pleasing to get such a fantastic turn out 
when so much effort has gone into 
making the place look so good.

In the second part, the children 
will have a brief health check which will 
include height, weight, pulse rate and 
blood pressure. There is no more 
important issue for us than the health and 
well-being of our children and I strongly 
believe that this survey will provide us 
with crucial information about the state 
of health of our young people with a 
view to improving their lives. I thank all 
parents who have allowed their children 
to participate in this important survey.
