The Arts! 
Wakakirri practice is continuing at a pace 
and it’s looking fantastic! The dancers and 
singers just keep getting better, costumes 
are nearing completion and the sets are well 
on the way. It will be an exciting event when 
it comes to fruition. We are, at the moment, 
trying to make arrangements for the broader 
community to view the creation. It’s too big 
for our hall and tickets to the Arts Centre are 
severely limited. 
You will also soon see the next addition to 
Sharon Wright’s wonderful environmental 
area creations. Children and staff have 
completed small ceramic tiles that will soon 
be mounted on the backing board of the taps 
near the Year 5 classrooms. I’ve seen them 
all laid out and it will look fantastic! 
Pre-schools to Education Campaign and 
Petition 
There is a concerted campaign to get pre-
schools under the umbrella of the 
Department of Education and Training rather 
than the Department of Human Services. 
There are many reasons for this, the most 
significant of which is the ideal of a 
continuum of education from K-12. Certainly, 
I know that the vast majority of kindergarten 
teachers would support the move and the 
parents with whom I have spoken are very 
supportive also; especially those who have 
toiled on kindergarten management 
committees! Currently, kindergartens operate 
within the Department of Human Services, 
virtually isolating them from the rest of the 
education community. Indications are that we 
are very close to a resolution to this issue. 
The time is ripe for change and the best 
catalyst is parent (voter) support for the 
proposal. To this end, permission was sought 
from School Council to invite parents to sign 
a petition. This was strongly supported by 
Council and I urge all parents with concern 
about this issue to sign the petition in the 
school office. 

Employment Update 
I am extremely pleased to announce that, 
following a recent selection process, Miranda 
Dummett and Melanie Seal have been 
offered teaching contracts taking them 
through till at least the end of 2007. It was a 
nerve-wracking process for the girls but their 
quality shone through, giving us complete 
confidence in their abilities. It is most exciting 
for the school to be able to attract such high 
quality young teachers. Further to that, on 
Monday we completed the process of official 
selection of our Assistant Principal. The 
selection panel was pleased with the high 
quality of the field of candidates who 
expressed interest in our school. In the end 
though, I am thoroughly pleased to announce 
that our own Charlene Duthie moves from 
the position of Acting Assistant Principal to 
the official position of Assistant Principal of 
Tyabb Primary School. All three of the above 
announcements were greeted with thorough 
joy from the staff, as they will I am sure, by 
the whole community. 
Interviews and Reports 
Reports will be sent home on Tuesday of 
next week (13th June) and interviews will be 
held on the Thursday (15th) of the same 
week. Notices for interviews went home 
yesterday and need to be returned as soon 
as possible to ensure an interview. It is 
expected that all families will attend 
interviews. Parents of 3S and 3/4L children 
will be contacted after the holidays to 
arrange their interviews. 
New Report System 
As mentioned last year, Tyabb will not be 
using the new report format so widely 
promoted in the media. We will address the 
issue of new reporting requirements later this 
year in preparation for 2007. There are still 
many concerns across the education 
community about the success or otherwise of 
the new reports and we will take our time in 
implementing the new requirements to 
ensure that, within the limitation of 
government requirements, our reporting 
system best serves the Tyabb community. 
Instrumental Concert 
Our talented instrumental music students 
will, once again, display their skill at a 
concert tonight. I’m sure they will have plenty 
of support for their endeavours! 

Bunnings Support for the Environment 
Centre 
Recently we had a visitor, Jenny from 
Bunnings, to work with our Prep students in 
our environmental centre. Jenny brought with 
her a large box of Cyclone gardening tools 
(small size) and some larger adult sized tools 
as well as a large number of herb and 
vegetable seedlings. The children had a 
wonderful afternoon planting and tending 
their plants and we thank Bunnings most 
sincerely for their donations and support. 
Enrolment Process for 2007 
The enrolment process for 2007 has begun 
in earnest. I have taken a number of tours 
already and this week an advertisement 
appeared in local papers for our local cluster 
enrolment week in July. Prep information 
night has been set for the Monday (10th July) 
of enrolment week. 
Uniform 
I have had a number of issues related to 
uniform addressed to me. I have had a 
couple of letters from parents and a meeting 
with other concerned parents. The main 
issues appear to be: 
·  The variable quality of some of the 

garments 
·  The service delivery at the Beleza store, 

and 
·   The desirability of alternative (non-

Beleza) items of uniform. 
 

We contacted Margaret, the manager of 
Beleza, this week to discuss the first two 
concerns. She acknowledged that some 
garments were sourced from an alternative 
supplier during a local shortfall. We have 
been assured by Margaret that, should 
parents be dissatisfied with uniform items 
because of genuine issues like fading or 
wrong sleeve length, they should return the 
items to the school uniform shop and they 
will be altered or exchanged as the case may 
be. 
On the issue of alternative items, it was 
always our intention to specify certain 
alternatives once the new uniform was firmly 
in place. To that end, PFA will be looking at 
the issue at their next meeting with a view to 
making recommendations to School Council. 
Please note though, that the requirement to 
wear shirts and tops with logos will not be 
relaxed. Alternative items will consist of items 
like trousers and shorts only. In the interests 
of uniformity, parents are asked not to buy 
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from alternative suppliers until the School 
Council has authorised particular items.  
Our uniform looks fantastic. Beleza actually 
uses the Tyabb uniform as a “show sample” 
for other schools and customers. We rely on 
parents to support us in our efforts to 
maintain standards in our uniform and I must 
say I am so very pleased at the uptake of the 
new uniform. We understand there have 
been some issues of late and we are trying 
to work through them so that all of our 
families have access to a smart, quality, 
value for money uniform that presents our 
school in the appropriate light and is practical 
for children. 
As of the beginning of next year, the new 
uniform will be compulsory and the old 
uniform will no longer be allowed to be worn 
so it is a good time for us to iron out these 
small problems. Thank you to all parents for 
your patience in the meantime.
