The potential for serious injury
is now far too high and so we find it
necessary to ban the use of these shoes in
the school grounds. They should not be
worn to school at all. However, if they are
the only shoes available at the moment,
they may be worn as long as the wheels
have been removed. It does concern me
that children seemto be wearing these
shoes without protective equipment such as
padding and helmets and the potential for a

head or joint injury is similar to that of a
skateboard or roller skates.
