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Hasn’t it been great to see the sun shining 
and some clear days! The warm morning sun 
streaming through my window in the morning 
is a much more welcoming start to the day 
than the icy wind and rain that we were 
enduring. However, the early start to Spring 
brings to light the issue of our SunSmart 
policy. I received a reminder e-mail 
yesterday from the Cancer Council alerting 
us to the recent rise in the UV index. 
Sunsmart alert! 
It’s a good time to remind all parents that our 
Sunsmart policy now applies from the 1st 
September until the 30th April. That means 
that hats will be compulsory very soon! 
Now that the ultraviolet (UV) radiation Index 
levels are reaching levels of 3 and above, it's 
time to be SunSmart. When UV Index 
levels reach 3 and above, UV radiation can 
damage skin and lead to skin cancer. Sun 
exposure in the first 15 years of life 
contributes significantly to a child’s lifetime 
risk of skin cancer.  
To protect yourself and your children, use a 
combination of 5 sun protection measures - 
The Outside 5 - throughout the day:  
1.      Slip on some sun-protective clothing - 
that covers as much skin as possible.  
2.      Slop on SPF30+ sunscreen - make 
sure it is broad spectrum and water resistant. 
Put it on 20 minutes before you go outdoors 
and every two hours afterwards. Sunscreen 
should never be used to extend the time you 
spend in the sun. 
3.      Slap on a hat - that protects your face, 
head, neck and ears.  
4.      Seek shade.  
5.      Slide on some sunglasses - make sure 
they meet Australian Standards. 
Particular care should be taken between 10 
am and 2 pm (11 am and 3 pm daylight 
saving time) when UV levels reach their 
peak.  
The SunSmart UV Alert  
The SunSmart UV Alert, issued by the 
Bureau of Meteorology, indicates the UV 
radiation index levels forecast for the day. It 
is reported in 183 Australian daily 
newspapers and some radio weather 
forecasts, and indicates the times sun 
protection is required. The Telstra 
Pocketnews weather service also provides 
the SunSmart UV Alert. You can also find it 

on the Bureau of Meteorology website at 
www.bom.gov.au<http://www.bom.gov.au>, 
(do a search for ‘UV Alert’). 
The UV Alert is a great visual reminder that 
at this time of year, UV Index levels increase 
throughout the day - even when the weather 
is still cool or cloudy. Remember heat is not 
an indication of UV radiation - don’t assume 
a cool or cloudy day means low UV Index 
levels. 
Vitamin D  
The Cancer Council Victoria’s SunSmart 
Program, The Australasian College of 
Dermatologists and Osteoporosis Australia 
all agree that we need to achieve a healthy 
balance in the amount of UV radiation we 
receive to avoid an increase in the risk of 
skin cancer and to maintain adequate vitamin 
D levels.  
Most people receive enough vitamin D 
simply by going about their day-to-day 
activities so you don’t need to make a special 
effort to go outside to increase your ‘dose’ of 
vitamin D.  
To get enough vitamin D from September to 
April, you only need 5 minutes of sun 
exposure to the face, arms and hands before 
10 am and 5 minutes of exposure after 3 pm, 
on most days of the week.  
Sleeping Beauty

“So 
what!” I hear most of you say, “What is an 
SSO?” Well, an SSO is a School Services 
Officer and it includes office staff, teacher 

aides, technicians and library assistants. We 
have nine SSO’s employed in our school and 
we take this week to show our appreciation 
for all that they do for us and the children. 
SSO’s are a vital cog in the education wheel 
and we are very fortunate in this school to 
have some of the very best and most 
dedicated around. Thanks to all of you on 
behalf of the Tyabb school community!

What a great day we had at Ballam Park last 
week. All of the years 4 - 6 children 
participated in the House Athletics sports.

Encourage others! Do your best! 
Parent Opinion 
A quick reminder to any parents who have 
not returned your Parent Opinion Survey 
form to do so as soon as possible. Your 
opinion is very important to us! 
Prompt return of notices 
An issue had arisen recently in regard to the 
prompt return of notices for school events. I 
realise there are often many demands on 
parents to keep up with permission notes, 
notices, newsletters and so on. However, the 
organisation of a school or class event is 
difficult and time consuming for teachers and 
office staff and, when notices are not 
returned promptly, the workload is increased 
immeasurably. Follow-up phone calls 
rechecking of lists, etc are tasks which 
should be unnecessary if children return 
notices properly filled out and on time. I ask 
for parent support on this issue. Please 
check school bags on a regular basis, 
especially for younger children. Gradually 
increase the amount of “independence” that 
you expect of your children in matters like 
this and stress to them how important it is to 
be prompt and considerate in returning their 
notices. 
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Television viewing 
Does your child have a TV in their bedroom? 
How often do they watch it? Do you know 
what they watch? Do you restrict viewing 
times? Are there strict guidelines in your 
home about TV viewing? These are 
important questions for parents to consider. 
Child psychologists agree that a television 
should not be in the bedroom of any child 
younger than about 14 - 15. The tendency for 
children to cloister themselves away in their 
bedroom with iPods, TV’s, computers and 
CD players is a worrying social phenomenon. 
Not only does it affect their level of physical 
activity and potentially expose them to 
harmful influences, but it greatly restricts 
their level of social and family interaction. 
The simple task of negotiating with other 
family members over which program to 
watch is good training for their future well-
being and social success. I am often horrified 
by the types, nature and lateness of much of 
the TV viewing habits of children that I speak 
to and wonder what sort of future impact it 
will have on their lives. It is our responsibility 
as parents to manage access to and use of 
these things, even though it often seems just 
too hard in the short term. Don’t be afraid of 
saying no. The short term distress may well 
have a far-reaching and long term positive 
impact!
