Facilities Improvements

This was a very busy place during the
holidays and many of you may have seen the
results of the labours.

AIM Results Sent Home

This week, parents of Years 3 and 5 students
can expect to receive the individual results
fromthe Statewide AIM (Achieverment
Improvement Monitor) testing. The tests,
covering achievement in Maths and English,
are given to most Year 3, Year 5and Year 7
students in Victoria. In reading these resullts,
parents should keep in mind that many
factors influence a child's performance on a
test. How they were feeling on the day, the
structure of the test as well as environmental
factors such as noise and heat, can all alter
the level of performance. Dependent upon
these factors and others, these test results
may or may not be a true reflection of your
child's ability. They should be seenasa
“snapshot” of ability on a particular day. The
teachers will view these results within a
framework involving cther tests and their own
professional and personal knowledge of the
children in their grade. Parents should also
view the test resullts in the light of what they
already know about their children. Should
parents have any difficulties interpreting the
results, questions about the tests or
concerns about the test resullts, please do
not hesitate to contact your child's teacher to
make an appointment.

AIM School Wde Results

Once again, the schoal's AIM results were
fantastic with our students exceeding
benchmarks by a considerable margin. |

spent some considerable time explaining the
comparative processes that we use to
analyse these results and | don't want to
bore parents again with all of that statistical
mumbo jumbo but in layman’s terms, our
results are simply incredible. Just as an
example, in Mathermatics, more than half of
our children are in the top 25%in the state!
This is just one example of an overall
exemplary result. This is testament to the
wonderful teachers that we have at this
school. Agood result at Year 3 s the resullt
of almost four years of quality teaching and
we are very fortunate here to have the
incredibly talented and committed team of
teachers that we do. Studies all over the
world will tell you that 40% of a child's
success at schoal is related to the quality of
the teacher in front of them This exceeds
influences related to socio-economic
background and family background. We have
an exceptional teaching team here at Tyabb
and they deserve our congratulations.

We used the GPS (Global
Positioning System) and wrote
down the position of the
release site. It uses satellites
to get the information.

Today we put a net over our
Bridal Creeper with the
leafhoppers and rust on so we
could release the leaf hoppers
in Oliver’'s Creek. When we
were out in the bush we cut off
the Bridal Creeper in the pot
and placed it in the Bridal
Creeper to release the rust
and leafhoppers.
| hope they keep on breeding
so they can kill all the Bridal
Creeper.

Oliver's Creek is a bushland,
which is a very peaceful place.
All you can hear are the
sounds of birds. It is next to
our school and we use the
bush for the Walkathon, Cross
Country and Running Club.
The air is so fresh and is
welcoming and warm when
you go in and it is shady. |
would rather run in Oliver's
Creek Bushland than run
around the oval.

It is amazing that the whole of
the Mornington Peninsula was
covered in bush and probably
the whole of Australia was
covered in bush as well.

But unfortunately there are so
many weeds in Oliver's Creek
Bushland. The worst weeds
you can see are Blackberry,
Bridal Creeper and
Pittosporum and there are
also Aram Lilies. Nothing
grows under weeds.

There are many horse tracks
and motorbike tracks. People
take their horses in and the
horse’s poo is bad because
they eat hay, which is a weed
and it spreads.

Another problem is that people
drop their rubbish in the
bushland and any animals
could get stuck in the plastic
bags or cans and animals
could try and eat some of the
rubbish and choke.

We are breeding Leaf
Hoppers which is a kind of
insect that eats Bridal
Creeper. The Leaf Hopper
comes from South Africa. After
5 or 6 weeks we will send the
Leaf Hoppers into Oliver’s
Creek Bushland and let them
eat the Bridal Creeper. We are
also letting a Bridal Creeper

plant without Leaf Hoppers on
it so we can make rust fungus
on the Bridal Creeper.

| can help by going into
Oliver's Creek on a weekend
to try and pick up as much
rubbish as | can.

And | can tell people at my
school at assembly if they ride
horses or motorbikes in
Oliver’'s Creek why it is a bad
idea. If they ride a motorbike
in their garden the seeds from
the grass on their wheels will
go into the bush and it will
spread. People who ride their
horses in Oliver’s Creek go off
the actual tracks and squash
native plants.

| can ask my parents to help in
Oliver’s Creek. | can ask my
Mum and Dad to ring the
Shire. You can help by not
dropping your rubbish and
stop taking your horses and
motorbikes off the track and
making new tracks. It
squashes plants and makes
erosion.

Some people might say that “I
can't be bothered” or “What's
it matter if | just step on a few
plants it won’t matter at all.”
But it does matter because it
might be a rare plant which
doesn’t grow somewhere
else.”

Our grade is making signs to
put in Oliver's Creek Bushland
in the horse tracks so they
don’'t walk in there.

| really do care about the
Oliver's Creek Bushland and |
hope that the
signs and my
care will work!
