World leading educationalists and
researchers all agree that a high quality
preschool education develops children’'s
skills, prepares them for school and
facilitates better life choices. We believe this
can be best achieved through the provision
of a free and comprehensive preschool
systemfor all.

In previous years the school has been able to access the creek to undertake Waterwatch
activities with the students, but unfortunately the area has become completely overrun by
blackberries.

chemical testing and macroinvertebrate (minibeasts) surveys of the creek water.
