Booklists and Contributions
Thank you to all of those parents who have
returned booklists so promptly. The booklist
system has been evolving over the last
couple of years and now seems to work
pretty well. Can | make some paints to
parents in regard to the booklists? Charges
on the booklist are approved by School
Council. We try to make them as affordable
as possible without compromising the
outstanding quality and breacth of the
programs that we run at Tyabb. You can't run
a schooal of this quality “on the cheap”. We
are though; still only in the mid-range of
parental costs amongst State Schools and
certainly far cheaper than Preschools or
Secondary Schooals. It is only through
contributions such as the Building Fund that
we are able to develop and maintain facilities
like the hall, the new instrumental music
room, the Out of Hours School Care room,

the music classroom and the community
room—all projects that we have funded
ourselves and completed in the last three
years or so. That's our work! The
government didn't pay for those “extras”, you
did; the community.

The Building Fund Contribution is an area
where we seemto have an increasing
number of families who choose not to pay it
or choose to pay it for one child and not
anather. | think if you look at the building
facilities at Tyabb in comparison to other
schools of similar size, you will realise that
we are well equipped with high quality and
well-maintained buildings. In 2002, when we
built the hall, we borrowed $100,000 through
a community cooperative. Every child in this
school, as well as the broader community,
has gained incredible benefit from that hall.
We are still paying off the loan and will
continue to do so until 2007. Even so, we
continue to develop our facilities to make this
a better place for our children. If you have
chosen nat to pay the Building Fund
Contribution, | would urge you to reconsider.
If you have paid it for only one of your
children, | would encourage you to also pay it
for the others. After all, they all gain the
benefit of our resources. Of course, if you are
in genuine hardship, we fully understand. We
do not expect families to endure undue
hardship in order to pay voluntary
contributions. However, | think you would
agree that the School Council has utilised
those contributions effectively over recent
years, to the benefit of all of our children.
