We will be using PlaySports,
who have been running our current
after school sport activities to deliver a
multi-sports program. The difference
isthat, with the AASC funding from
the Australian Sports Commission, the
program will be FREE! Noticeswill
be coming out soon to give you more
details. This program is directed at
increasing the amount of physical
activity amongst primary aged
children, with a particular focus on
those children who would not
normally choose to, or are not able to
participate in physical activity. Should
numbers be over subscribed,
preference will be given to those
whose access to physical activity is
limited for one reason or another.
OSHC children will be able to
participate in the program as well.
School Review

It isareview
that recognises the successes of the
particular school, focuses on future
strategies for continued improvement
of the school and is “light touch” from
the Department’ s point of view. We
should all be very proud of this
situation. Our wonderful families, our
terrific students and our incredibly



dedicated staff all need to take a
moment to feel very satisfied with
what we have here at Tyabb.
