To dedicate yourself to one career and to 
one pursuit for so much of your life takes 
extraordinary dedication. To finish that 
career with as much enthusiasm and zeal 
as Kerri did, takes a special level of 
commitment, not often found. It was often 
said of Kerri that she seemed to get 
younger rather than older. Hers was not a 
career that “wound down”.  
Kerri gave this school, 18 years of 
absolute dedication and commitment. She 
became so much a part of this community 
that it’s hard to imagine Tyabb Primary 
School without her. In a distinguished 
career of 33 years, Kerri has spent more 
than half of those years at our school. As a 
teacher, she always had the best interests 
of her students at heart. Her preparation 
was meticulous and she was always willing 
pass on her knowledge and experience to 
teachers who were younger and less 
experienced. Kerri never shirked on taking 
on new and exciting projects and was 
absolutely inspirational in the way in which 
she maintained her energy and 
enthusiasm. 
In my 30 years, I have rarely taught with 
anyone so universally held in such high 
regard and is so respected.  
There are so many children, and indeed 
adults, who are all the better for having 
been taught by and influenced by Kerri 
Lawry. I thank her on behalf of Victorian 
Education for her amazing contribution. I 
thank her most of all for what she has 
done for Tyabb Primary School. It is a 
better place for having her presence.  
Parent Forum 
As I have mentioned before in the 
newsletter, the school is currently going 
through a review process to set new 
directions and priorities for the future. This 

process is aimed at developing a Strategic 
Plan for the next 3-4 years. Whilst we have 
been acknowledged as a successful 
school, we know that we can always do 
things a little bit better. We are always 
looking for improvements in our facilities, 
programs and operations. To do this task 
properly, we are inviting the parent 
community to make their contribution to 
the discussion about where Tyabb should 
be headed over the next few years. To do 
this, we will be running a Parent Forum on 
Thursday, August the 16th. The forum will 
be facilitated by Allan Phillips, a former 
Principal. We have engaged Allan to assist 
us through our review process. He is our 
“critical friend”, an objective observer who 
has already been in discussions with the 
school leadership team and, next week, 
will be spending a day in classrooms and 
meeting with staff to get a “feel” for Tyabb.  
It’s really important to us that we get a 
good parent turnout at the forum. The 
format will include group discussion about 
three main areas of the school– facilities, 
school programs and community well-
being. The groups will be facilitated by 
parent members of School Council and 
Allan will also be presenting some of his 
findings about the school and where he 
sees it in a statewide context. 
Grounds Project update 
Many of you may have noticed the mess in 
the lower playground area in Jones Rd. 
This is the beginning of a manhole to 
enable connection to the main sewer 
which will in turn allow the removal of the 
treatment plant which will then allow us to 
begin our grounds development in that 
area. There is a slight hold up at the 
moment whilst they fix up a little accident 
with a digger and a fire services pipe but 
hopefully this will be only short term and 
we can get on with things! 
Car Parking 
Just one more quick one on the ever 
present issue of car parking. Can I make 
this simple request? If you park and pick 
up instead of joining the queue (this 
especially applies in Jones Rd), once you 
have your children can you please vacate 
the parking space as soon as possible. I 
see many cars with children inside, ready 
to go home, with parents standing around 
chatting, whilst other cars queue up and 

wait for parking spaces. I know it’s a great 
time to catch up but you are holding up a 
scarce resource – a parking space. 
Enrolment tours and Enrolment Week 
We are currently running group tours of 
prospective parents for prep 2008. Once 
again, the feedback has been great. Prep 
Information Night happens next Tuesday 
evening (24th) and next week is our normal 
enrolment week. If you know of parents of 
a Prep aged student who hasn’t done 
anything about enrolling yet, give them a 
nudge and let them know that it’s all 
happening.

Good luck to our school footy team who 
are travelling off to Red Hill to take them 
on in our zone play-off.  
Life Education Van 
The Life Ed van is back at Tyabb and we 
look forward to more terrific experiences 
for our children around healthy living and 
good decision making. We’re always 
pleased to see the van in our school and 
the teachers have already had a PD 
session about current issues in drug and 
health education.

½ teaspoon vanilla essence

¼ cup milk

·  On a lightly floured bench, roll 
dough to ½ - 1 cm thickness and 
cut out into your favourite shapes. 

·  Place biscuits onto prepared tray 
and bake 10 – 15 minutes or till a 
nice golden colour and firm to 
touch. 

·  Leave on tray for 5 minutes then 
cool on cake rack.
