overall organisation. The whole event was 
fantastic with all of our local cluster 
schools displaying the incredible range of 
computer and technology related activities 
that are happening in our government 
schools. I was so very proud of the many 
Tyabb children who participated, showing 
off their own programs to the many 
hundreds of visitors who came along. The 
children were rightly proud of their work 
and showed that polite, confident, 
articulate manner for which Tyabb children 
are renowned. 
Uniforms 
The wearing of school uniform is 
compulsory at Tyabb Primary School. The 
uniform policy is very clear and School 
Council approved. It is there for reasons of 
uniformity of appearance, convenience for 
parents and security for children. Please 
ensure that your children are wearing the 
prescribed uniforms at all times. On those 
odd occasions when the drier has broken 
down or the dog has eaten the only clean 
shirt, please send a note along. There are 
many “variations” appearing in children’s 
uniforms and that is disappointing. The 
uniform is attractive, comfortable, 
functional and good value for money. We 
don’t want a whole lot of variations 
appearing so we have attached the 
school’s uniform policy which outlines all of 
our uniform requirements. Changes to the 
school uniform are suggested by the PFA 
and approved by School Council. Should 
you have any suggestions, please put 
them in writing to me and we can consider 
it. In the meantime, I ask for all parents to 
support our efforts to maintain this 
important part of our school culture. We 
are proud of our uniform and we hope that 
the children feel the same. 
Enrolments 2008 
Enrolments for 2008 are very strong and 
we should begin next year with about 360 
students.  Some year levels are near full, 
especially at the junior level, and so it is 
important that anyone who is considering 
enrolling for 2008 does so very soon or 
there may not be positions available.  
Similarly if you will not be returning to 
Tyabb next year, please let us know 
because we may have someone who 
wants a place. The earlier we have this 

information, the better we are able to cater 
for everyone’s needs. 
Grade Requests 2008 
Already there have been parents making 
enquiries as to which teachers will be in 
what grades or roles next year so that they 
can make requests for particular teachers. 
Please know that it is my firm policy NOT 
to take requests for particular teachers. 
Certainly there are a very small number of 
children who may have particular social or 
academic needs and these will be 
considered when deciding grade 
placements. These requests should be 
submitted to me in writing this month when 
we are allocating children to grades. 
Please also note that we do not have 
confirmed grade allocations for teachers 
until at least mid-December so don’t start 
asking teachers which grade they’ll have 
next year. They probably won’t know and 
are not allowed to tell you anyway!  
Factors such as the employment of new 
teachers, mean that there may even be 
uncertainties about grade allocations 
during the Christmas holidays. 
The placement of children in grades is a 
complex task, taking into account the 
academic and social characteristics of 
each child, friendship groups, composite 
grade arrangements and special 
circumstances. A change of grade after 
they have been allocated is normally 
difficult and rarely accommodated. Please 
understand that allocations are arranged 
with the best interests of each child in 
mind. This may or may not coincide with 
your personal preferences as a parent.

UNIFORM POLICY 
The Student Dress Code is a School 
Council policy, supported by State 
Government regulations. Below, you 
will find the rationale behind the use 
of student dress code, drawn directly 
from the School Council’s policy. 
 
Dress Code: Rationale 
Tyabb Primary School Council, in 
consultation with the School 
Community, has developed a Student 
Dress Code for all pupils.  
Pupils are expected to wear  the 
approved school uniform whilst at 
school, on school excursions and 
when engaged in out of hours school 
activities. 
 
School Council has implemented the 
Dress Code for the following reasons: 
 
·  to create a feeling of individual 

and collective pride in students 
and their identification with their 
school. 

·  to remove the sense of 
competition in dress which may 
cause distress amongst students 

·  to improve the safety and 
security of Tyabb Primary 
School pupils by making them 
instantly recognisable in any 
group while on school 
excursions. 

 
The Student Dress Code will apply 
uniformly to all students. In 
developing the Student Dress Code, 
the School Council has ensured that 
the code allows all students to 
participate actively and safely in 
school life. In keeping with the 
school©s Health Policy the Student 
Dress Code reinforces the important 
consideration of "Sunsmart" 
procedures. As such, all students are 
required to wear an approved school 
hat during sun danger periods (1st 
September to 30th April) whilst in the 
playground. Children who do not have 
a hat will be restricted to designated 
areas of shade during recess breaks.  
T-shirts are also not acceptable and so 
polo shirts are specified as school 
uniform. 
 
In designing its Student Dress Code 
the School Council has been mindful 

to ensure that the style of clothing is 
reasonable by contemporary standards, 
is suitable to the role of being a 
student and to the tasks performed as a 
student, that health and safety issues 
have been considered and that it 
allows for some provision for 
individual expression through the 
offering of a range of alternatives. 
Where exception to the Student Dress 
Code is required, parents should make 
a written request to the Principal, 
stating clearly, the reasons for the 
exemption. If it is a temporary or 
occasional matter (i.e. failure to have 
clothing washed/dried; waiting for 
damaged or outgrown items to be 
replaced) a letter should be sent to the 
student©s teacher explaining the 
situation.  
 
To protect the privacy of students, the 
School Council has delegated to the 
School Principal the power to grant 
exemptions. A written record of the 
decision on any application for an 
exemption and the reasons for the 
decision will be kept. Grounds for 
Exemption will be provided where: 
 
·  an aspect of the Code offends a 

religious belief held by the 
student/family 

·  an aspect of the Code prevents the 
student from complying with a 
requirement of his/her ethnic 
background 

·  an aspect of the Code prevents 
students with disabilities from 
being able to attend school or 
participate in school activities on 
the same terms as other pupils 

·  the pupil has a particular health 
condition that requires a variation 
of the Dress Code. 

 
In the case where parents can 
demonstrate particular economic 
hardship that prevents them from 
complying with the Dress Code, 
arrangements can be made with the 
Principal.  
 
NOTE:  
 

·  ALL tops, except the approved 
Year 5 and 6 rugby top MUST 
have the school logo. 

·  Low quality alternatives that do 
not display the school logo are 
not acceptable. 

·  Only the approved trousers and 
shorts from Beleza Uniforms  
(9783 1088) should be worn. 

·  Specific colors are not specified 
for rain coats, etc but children 
are encouraged to wear navy 
blue or dark maroon jackets. 

·  White, maroon or navy blue 
socks should be worn with the 
uniform, especially with shorts, 
tunics and dresses. 

 
In addition: 
 

·  Clothing should be of school 
colours at all times. 

·  Designer logos are not acceptable 
on any uniform item. 

·  Open toed footwear is not 
acceptable under playground 
conditions. Thongs, surf thongs 
and/or open-toed sandals may 
only be worn whilst in attendance 
at swimming programs. 

·  Singlets and tanktops are not 
acceptable for school apparel. 

·  Students should take care with 
their personal appearance and 
presentation. Hair styles should be 
neat and tidy. Hair styles of an 
extreme type or color are not 
acceptable. 

·  For health and safety reasons, 
long hair should be tied back. 
Wherever possible tie backs 
(scrunchies, ribbons, etc) should 
be of school colors. 

·  Other clothing or accessories 
which have the potential to cause 
injury to the wearer or others is 
not acceptable. 

·  Jewellery should not be worn at 
school. Where ears are pierced, 
only plain studs and sleepers 
should be worn at school. No 
other body piercings are 
acceptable and all piercings 
should be taped or covered during 
sporting activities. 

·  Make up should not be worn at 
school. This includes lipstick, 
colored or sparkly gel, hair colors 
and nail polish. 

·  The school may declare "free 
dress" days where students are 
allowed to wear clothing other 
than that stipulated in the Student 
Dress Code. 

·  All prospective students and 
parents will be notified of the 
Student Dress Code requirements 
prior to enrolment at this school. 
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Be wary of maths tutor ial 
software 
You may have heard 
advertisements on the radio or 
seen people in shopping centres 
selling maths tutoring software.  
Mostly the sales person will ask 
you to sign up for a “ free 
demonstration”  or a “ free 
aptitude test” . What this means 
is that they will arrange a time 
to visit you in your house to sell 
their product.  
Consumer Affairs Victoria has 
had many complaints from 
parents who have been 
pressured into signing on the 
spot agreements with these 
maths software companies. 
Some parents were told that 
they would harm their child’s 
future, others that their child 
would not win a scholarship if 
they did not buy the program. 
Some parents signed a contract 
to purchase this software simply 
because the salesman would not 
leave. 
Even if you do allow the sales 
representative into your house, 
you should not feel pressured 
into signing any contracts. 
Under the Fair Trading Act 
1999, the sales representative 
must: 

·  not stay in your house any 
longer than an hour, unless 
you give them written 
permission to do so; 

·  provide you with a contract 
that is clear; 

·  give you a written 10 day 
cooling off period, during 
which you can change your 
mind and cancel the contract. 
Make sure you cancel in 
writing. If they do not give 
you this cooling off period, 
or do not use the prescribed 
form, you have 6 months 
within which you can cancel 

both the purchase and the 
credit contract and get your 
money back; 

·  not pressure you in any way; 
and 

·  leave if you ask them to. 
 
The software they are selling 
generally costs $5,000 - $6,000. 
If the sales representative offers 
a credit contract to finance the 
sale, it will cost a lot more – 
often between $8,000 and 
$10,000 when you add in the 
interest payments.   
 
This is a major purchase, so: 

·  Do not sign anything on the 
spot. Take the time to make 
sure this purchase will suit 
your child. Talk to your 
child’s maths teacher first to 
see what your child may need 
and whether the program can 
provide it. 

·  Be sure that you can afford 
it. If you sign a credit 
contract it will cost you 
much, much more.  

·  Be aware that price is no 
guide to quality, whatever 
the sales person may say. 
There are many other 
considerably cheaper 
products on the market. 

 
Remember, if you have second 
thoughts you can cancel the 
contract within the 10 day 
cooling off period and get your 
money back. Make sure you 
cancel in writing. 
 
I f you feel you have been 
pressured into buying one of 
these maths tutoring programs, 
contact Consumer Affairs
