I am so very 
pleased that Sue chose to come to Tyabb 
when she did. She provided great support 
for me and great leadership within our 
school. She will be greatly missed on our 
leadership team but her influence will 
remain for some time to come.

Hamilton, after the birth of her son Zac. 
Zac’s dad Paul will be playing Mr Mom 
while Debbie returns to work. Debbie will 
resume as a Year 6 teacher. We thank 
Jenny Selby very much for taking on 6H 
for first term. Jenny has been far from a 
“caretaker” in the grade, taking on the role 
with all the zest and enthusiasm that we 
have become used to from Jenny. Next 
term Jenny will take on a role in our 
Environmental Science Program, a topic 
about which she has great knowledge and 
passion. Jenny will also be taking on a 
shared role in 1M with Maree Duff. Maree 
has been kind enough to take on a full 
time load for first term and next term 
returns to her usual part time role. I spoke 
to Debbie the other evening and, whilst 
she understandably has some trepidation 
about leaving Zac, she is incredibly excited 
about returning to Year 6. 
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Badges will be presented to our student 
leaders for 2008 at our final assembly at 
1.50 pm on Thursday. Parents are 
encouraged to attend.
