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This term I am very fortunate to be given 
the opportunity to support all the teachers 
to implement a quality Environmental 
Education program. 
Preps used their senses when exploring 
the animal and plant life in the adjoining 
Oliver’s Creek Bushland Reserve. They’ve 
had a taste of the tomatoes in our garden 
and fed the hard-working worms in our 
worm farms. After finding some minibeasts 
they returned to the classroom and 
observed them under our digital 
microscopes. 
Grade 1 children learned about the 
importance of worms and set up a worm 
farm. They also searched for and 
observed little creatures under the 
microscopes. Grade 1 students are 
encouraged to bring fine vegetable waste 
such as potato peel or celery tops to feed 
their hungry worms. 
Grades 2 to 6 are taking on a  
Sustainability Challenge. The Sustainables 
Challenge units are an integrated 
approach to learning about Sustainability, 
based on the Victorian Essential Learning 
Standards (VELS). Sustainability is an 
authentic learning topic where students 
take control of their learning, appropriate 
to their level. The unit of work will provide 
them with many possibilities to apply their 
learning in the real world. Soon they will be 
searching for, and hopefully implementing, 
even more possibilities to become 
sustainable within their own home. We are 
going to record and share their 
achievements by encouraging them to 
take a digital photo of something special 
they have implemented. More about that 
later!
