School maintenance 
has once again been seriously under-
funded and there doesn’t seem to be 
nearly enough to achieve the kind of 
integration between schools and early 
childhood providers that the government 
has been crowing about. Certainly, there 
are some positives, like 11 new schools, a 
focus on schools in need, additional 
speech pathologists and psychologists and 
a large school rebuilding and renovation 
program. However, Victorian government 
school funding continues to be 9% below 
the Australian average and 15% below 
New South Wales. Schools in low socio-
economic areas continue to receive only 
9% in additional funding while current 
research recommends an additional 20%. 
The Years 3 to 6 “funding gap” has not 
been addressed. Most primary schools 
continue to be denied student welfare 
officer funding and funding for preschools 
as part of school regeneration and new 
school projects has been omitted. Whilst 
we can be pleased about the positives we 
are still sadly short of the sort of 
investment in education that Victoria really 
needs. 
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I’ve just had a very proud parent come into 
the office for a bit of a “brag”. She had just 
returned from the Western Port Secondary 
College Year 7 “Star Student” awards and 
7 of the 21 recipients were ex-Tyabb 
students. Congratulations to all the award 
recipients. Even after they leave, Tyabb 
students continue to make us proud!
