RMIT Wind Tunnel Visit 

On Friday of last week, Kerry Quigley and I 

set off in a car convoy with some parents 

and 18 of our HPV team members and 

one of our HPV’s. Our destination was 

RMIT University in Bundoora to their wind 

tunnel. There, the children heard about 

concepts like wind resistance, turbulence, 

vacuum effects and rolling resistance from 

a professor at the University. We were 

able to accurately weigh our HPV, test its 

rolling resistance and see its aerodynamic 

performance in the wind tunnel. The team 

was also able to feel the effects of the wind 

tunnel themselves. It was a brilliant 

learning experience for all of the children. 

These are concepts that we have always 

addressed as part of the HPV program but 

this was a rare opportunity to study our 

vehicle scientifically, get some real data 

about its performance and rank that up 

against other machines from other 

schools. It was a very long trip, made 

much longer by the fact that our red HPV 

decided to leave the trailer and become 

airborne before we made it past Baxter! Of 

course, I won’t mention the name of the 

parent who tied the HPV down to the trailer 

but I would be worried about how well his 

yacht gets moored at Hastings! On the 

bright side, the damage was superficial 

and the trike will be ready to race another 

day. All in all though, our trike performed 

really well on all counts, which is great 

feedback on our design that has, up until 

now, been based on basic knowledge, 

common sense, guess work and “look and 

feel”. It has given us some real food for 

thought for design improvements in 

readiness for Maryborough in November.

She also showed us the 

millennium dragon with a body that 

stretches out 66 metres and takes 22 

men to carry.

After that we went 

to a place that was based on how the 

Chinese people came to Australia 

because of the gold rush.
