School’s Conference at Melbourne 

University this week, I have been 

promoted to the front page!

Term 4 is flying past much too quickly and 

I am finding myself rushing from one 

meeting to another. This week I have been 

participating in a Human Resource 

Management Professional Development 

and this afternoon I am attending a Fire 

Safety Briefing. I am learning so much but 

when I get back to my office my desk is 

overloaded with things to do! And really, I 

like being at school best! 
 

Last term Amy Dzur and I attended the 

Student Wellbeing Conference at Caulfield 

Racecourse and one of the Keynote 

speakers was Donna Cross from Edith 

Cowan University in WA. Donna spoke 

about Cyber bullying – the bullying that 

follows you home. Her information was 

really interesting and slightly scary – and I 

would like to share some of her key points 

with you this week: 
 

Definition: Cyber bullying uses information 

and communication technologies to 

support deliberate, repeated and hostile 

behaviour, by an individual or a group, that 

is intended to harm others. (Bill Besley 

2007) 
 

Bullies can use email, chat rooms, 

discussion groups, instant messaging or 

mobile phone SMS. Examples of cyber 

bullying include: Teasing and being made 

fun of, spreading of rumours online, 

sending unwanted messages and 

defamation. 
 

While incidences of cyber bullying in 

Australia are low at the moment, 

compared to USA, UK and Canadian 

statistics, they are on the rise as children 

have more and more access to these 

technologies. 
 

She also indicated that most cyber bullying 

happens in the child’s home. 

 

As parents, there are many things we can 

do to help protect our children from cyber 

bullying. Donna suggested we sit down 

with our kids online, and get them to show 

us what they do. There is a real 

generational gap with ICT – while our 

generation are keen users of the internet, 

we mostly download information, whereas 

the next generation tend to be up loaders, 

putting their own information out there. 

After the conference I sat with Nick, my 16 

year old son, much to his embarrassment, 

and he showed me through Face Book 

and My Space – in fact he set me up my 

own Face Book site and I now have 24 

friends!! Knowing about how these things 

all work is a great start in protecting our 

children.   
 

Other things you can do as a parent are: 
 

 Set house rules about what 

information your children can give out 

and where they can go online. 

 Put the computer in a public area of 

the home, such as the living room, 

rather than a child’s bedroom. 

 Talk to your kids about their internet 

experiences, the good and the bad.  

Let them know it’s ok to tell you if they 

come across something that worries 

them – it doesn’t mean they are going 

to get into trouble. 

 Encourage your children to treat 

others in the same way they should in 

real life by giving them an 

understanding of Netiquette. 

 Consider using filters on your 

computers at home.
