GRADE STRUCTURE 2009

Over the coming school holidays, a new
relocatable building will be installed onsite
in response to a dramatic rise in
enrolments for 2009. We will begin next
year with a shade under 390 pupils. We
will be establishing 16 grades rather than
the current 15 which will maintain our
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average class size below 25. The structure
will be as follows.

Once again, we have had to consider the
learning impact of the large number of
boys as compared to girls in year 4 for
next year. Teachers and parents have
expressed concerns about this boy/girl
imbalance, especially for the girls who may
only have 4 or 5 girl peers with whom to
work and socialise. We have also been
aware for some time that the school
increasingly has an imbalance of boys
over girls and that this has an impact on
how we deliver our curriculum. It has been
decided once again to establish an all boys
grade so that we can better cater for the
particular social and learning needs of
each gender. After a great deal of
professional discussion, the teachers at
Tyabb Primary School think that this model
would be in the best learning interests of
both the girls and boys. We are planning
for one grade of all boys in the year 4.

Some factors influencing our decision are:

A The need to cater for the girls who
only have a few girls with whom to
work and socialise. The girls may also
feel more confident joining in and
expressing themselves with more
girls in the class and less boys
dominating sessions.

A Boys have different learning needs
and these need to be considered
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when teachers plan lessons. Boys
generally have shorter attention
spans. Boys need shorter whole
grade instruction, shorter more
intensive lessons and increased
physical and hands on activities.

A Many boys struggle during writing
sessions. It is important that boys
write about their experiences and
topics that interest them. It is
important that they talk about their
ideas prior to writing.

A Classrooms should include the arts
and make concerted efforts to get
boys into drama, music and
movement as this helps them to use
their abundant energy and also
express their feelings and emotions.
Boys need lessons to specifically
teach them how to express their
feelings and deal with anger.

A Boys need a strong classroom
discipline structure that is based on
praise, recognition and mutual
respect. They should be involved in
setting the rules and consequences
as they are more likely to respect
and adhere to these.

These are only a few points amongst
many others. You can read more
information about the education of boys at
the website www.boysforward.com and if
you do a search for an article called “With
Boys and Girls in Mind” by Michael Gurian.

We are, once again, very excited about the
potential for this arrangement. We already
have enthusiastic and high quality
teachers willing to take the grade. We
understand that this is a structure with
which parents may not be completely
comfortable. However, it was exceedingly
successful when we first implemented this
arrangement last year and we have no
reason to believe that it will not be so
again. Not all year 4 boys will be placed in
the all boys grade. Some will be placed in
the 3/4 composite grade.
Should parents wish to discuss this further,
please do not hesitate to contact me at the
school. The teaching staff, leadership
team and | are confident that this is the
very best arrangement for these children
next year and we will direct all possible
resources to ensure its success. | look
forward to your support.
