Tips to minimise the effects of Bushfire smoke:

1 Smoke and increased air pollution from fires can cause p
with asthma to experience increased symptoms, such as
wheezing, coughing, chest tightnesshortness of breath.
Children are one of the first to feel the effects of smoke af
particle pollution for this reason extra care needs to be ta
Always follow the child's written Asthma Action Plan.
Parents and teachers need to be aware of the ddkitindal
be prepared.

Ensure the child has access to blue reliever medication a
continue use of preventer medication.

When smoke is in the air, but fire is not directly threatenin
children indoors, and close all windows and doors.

Avoid doing phyasi activities outdoors.

If a child develops symptoms, seek medical assistance
immediately.

If the child's blue reliever medication is not reducing asth
symptoms, start Asthma First Aid and seek medical atten
without delay.
