NAPLAN  

On the 12
th
, 13

th
 and 14

th
 May, students in grade 3 and 5 

completed the National Assessment Program -Literacy and 

Numeracy tests. Over this period, over 9000 schools across 

Australia participated in the national tests. The literacy 

assessment tasks measure achievement in reading, writing and 

language conventions. The numeracy assessment tasks 

measure student achievement in number; algebra, functioning 

and pattern, measurement, chance and data, and space. 

 

The purpose of NAPLAN testing is to provide teachers with 

information as to how their students are achieving in relation 

to a wider group of students across the state. Our teachers 

assess their studentsô learning in literacy and numeracy on a 

regular basis. NAPLAN testing compliments but does not 

replace the information teachers gather. It is important to 

remember that the results reflect each studentôs performance at 

a single point in time. 

 

Typically, Tyabb Primary School students do very well on the 

NAPLAN tests, their results reflect the quality teaching and 

learning that goes on every day. Well done to all the students 

who worked diligently to do their best over the testing week. It 

is anticipated that the results from the testing will be made 

available to parents in third term. 

 

ON DEMAND TESTING  

Various grades across the school are trialling an online testing 

program known as On Demand Testing under the leadership 

of Nicole Walker. The On Demand testing program is a 

valuable tool for schools, and will further enable us to conduct 

assessment in a reliable and standardised manner. It can be 

used for pre-testing students prior to beginning a topic,  

applying the same test to post-test a topic of work, testing new 

intake students or a late arrival, identifying individual 

student's strengths and weaknesses, corroborating teacher 

judgments and assisting in forward planning of teaching 

programs. Our studentsô response to this form of testing has 

been very positive and they have really enjoyed the 

interactive, ICT rich nature of the assessment tasks. Nicole 

will be running a whole staff PD this week and we look 

forward to the opportunities On Demand testing will provide 

in further informing our teaching practice. Further information 

can be found on the VCAA website, the link as follows:
