Families should continue with standard good general health 
hygiene practices, such as ensuring your children undertake 
regular hand washing and cover their nose and mouth if 
sneezing and coughing.  

This practice is being reinforced with your children while at 
school and in addition to this we have provided each class with 
a pump action, high quality, sanitising hand wash. If you do not 
wish you child to use this hand wash, please inform your 
childôs class teacher. 

As winter is upon us, I would like encourage parents to keep 
their children at home if they are unwell to prevent the 
unnecessary spread of illness to both students and teachers.
