Chris and Diane in the office were 

fantastic over the time, making sure that all continued to run 

smoothly and Chris Slater and Carole Howden, our leading 

teachers also took on the extra responsibilities admirably. Iôm 

not sure Carole quite expected to be thrust into the Acting 

Principal role when she accepted the opportunity to be Acting 

Assistant Principal but that is exactly what happened for a 

period and she did it magnificently. It is in times like this that 

we see the true worth of people and there were so many who 

saw the challenge as an opportunity and did what needed to be 

done.

New 21 st  Century 

Classrooms  

I was incredibly excited last week to get the official 

notification that Tyabb Primary School was to be the recipient 

of an brand new 21
st
 Century classroom complex as part of the 

Federal Governmentôs ñBuilding the Education Revolutionò 

package. An open plan building comprising 6 new classrooms 

and a distributed library resource area will be built in the 

playground area behind the bus shelter with completion 

expected mid 2010. We have certainly not had the amount of 

consultation we would be used to as part of a major building 

project but we have to remember that this is less about 

education than it is about an economic stimulus package. 

However, we can only be thankful that, as part of that package 

we have been to recipient of a magnificent $2.5m building. A 

rough plan of the new building is on display outside the 

library for those who come up to school but, if you donôt, go

The teachers are incredibly 

excited by the prospect of new modern classrooms. At the end 

of construction, we will lose most of our relocatable buildings 

and, as we said when our previous building project was 

announced, it will be nice to have facilities that match the 

already extremely high quality of the teaching that goes on 

inside them. There will be some unavoidable disruption whilst 

construction takes place but we are in the fortunate position of 

not having to move rooms or students until after the project is 

completed. We will make sure we keep everyone fully 

informed through special newsletter updates. In the meantime, 

letôs celebrate another milestone in our efforts to continually 

improve our school! 
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National Schools Pride  

The other bit of fantastic news was that we have also been 

successful in round 2 of the National Schools Pride program, 

also part of the ñBuilding the Education Revolutionò. The 

NSP program is directed towards maintenance and 

refurbishment projects and I will be working with the School 

Council to prioritise projects for completion. The pressure is 

really on though! As part of the economic stimulus package, 

the $150,000 NSP grant needs to be spent and completed by 

the end of this year!
