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PRINCIPAL’S REPORT

Welcome to term 3 and a special welcome to our new
families, Faith (Prep K), Dyman (2H) and Nicholas (4GW) —
Isabella (Prep M) and Zac (2H). | am sure you will enjoy your
association with our terrific school and this wonderful
community. I have to admit, I’m still struggling with the cold
after returning from the 9" Congress of the International
Confederation of Principals (ICP) in Singapore. It was an
outstanding conference involving 1500 Principals and school
administrators from more than 40 countries. | heard some
amazing speakers and also had the opportunity to visit a
couple of Singaporean schools. It is always interesting to see
other schools but particularly in a place like Singapore. They
have managed so well to produce a harmonious and
prosperous nation in such a multi-cultural environment with
significant populations of four major ethnic groups, the
Chinese, the Indian, the Malay and the Eurasians. It is obvious
from the impassioned and eloquent speech by the Singaporean
Prime Minister Lee Hsien Loong, by the articulate and thought
provoking keynote presentation by Professor Kishore
Mahbubahni from the National University of Singapore, by
the incredible professionalism and commitment seen in the
school staff and the joy for learning evident in the children,
that education is extremely high on their agenda. Whilst
having many significant cultural differences, they met many of
the same challenges as we do in Australia but met them with a
level of optimism and promise for the future rarely seen.

HIGHLIGHTS FROM SINGAPORE

Singapore sits on a piece of land not much bigger than the
Mornington Peninsula, 47km wide and 23km from top to
bottom. It houses 4.84 million people and yet it never seems
crowded. It’s clean, safe, exciting — modern but with great
respect for its history. The people are delightful; the service
faultless, the food eclectic and the weather is always warm.
There are many highlights in the country itself but I’d like to
talk about one particular highlight from the conference. It was
a 27 year old keynote speaker called Michael Furdyk, a young
American entrepreneur who turned early success with his own
companies like MyDesktop.com into a burgeoning career in
consultancy for many of the worlds Fortune 500 companies.
This alone is a “You Can Do It” story worthy of note, until
you hear that now he has turned his back on high profit to
begin a not-for-profit organisation called TakingITGlobal.org,
the aim of which is to “Inspire, Inform and Involve” young
people in global issues. It is a story worth finding out about so
can | suggest you Google Michael Furdyk and check out the
Takingl TGlobal.org website.

Although seemingly an innocent
and innocuous business showing admirable entrepreneurship, |
am concerned that their little business was so successful. Not
from the point of view that | wanted them necessarily to fail in
their first foray into the business world but more from the
standpoint of the customers who, trusting as they are, bought
the bags of confectionery without really knowing much about
it. There was, in fact nothing wrong with the “whizz fizz” but
I have spoken to all of the children in year 3 -6 about
“personal safety” and the choices they might make. As far as |
know, no children below year 3 bought the product but I will
be asking teachers to discuss the same sorts of issues with the
younger children in a broader sense. | would encourage
parents to reinforce this message at home. Product safety is
something we just can’t take for granted. Children need to
think carefully about the choices they make about what they
eat and where it comes from. It will be a valuable lesson as
they grow older and one that we need to continually reinforce.

EARLY CHILDHOOD RESEARCH
FORUM

On Tuesday of next week, the Prep teaching team and I head
off to the city to present at a DEECD research forum. As |
have mentioned before, we have been leading research into
school transition/readiness processes along with several other
schools in our local cluster. At the forum, we will present the
results of our research and plans for the future to a large
audience of teachers, school administrators and DEECD
officials. The DEECD is very supportive of this kind of
practitioner-led research and are very interested in our
conclusions.

CYCLING POLICY

Tuesday 30™ June must have been a very slow news day for
the local Fairfax newspaper, the Westernport trader. Why else
would “journalist” Jo Winterbottom have produced an
amateurish and ill-conceived article on our cycling policy that
was inaccurate and pointless? Of course, I’m never surprised
by the lack of concern for the truth or ethics by local
newspapers. However, it does beg the question as to why
parents would have their faces and those of their children on
the front page touting an issue that has already been dealt
with, in full knowledge that we were only awaiting the July
School Council meeting to ratify the new policy? Why would
members of our school community have our school dragged
across the front papers of this slipshod country rag by a
journalist grasping at straws in a desperate attempt to further a
career in the “high-powered” world of community news?
Let’s highlight the inaccuracies in the article and place some
truth in print. In the article, it was suggested that parents were
“protesting”. Let’s place some perspective on this statement. I
must admit, I haven’t seen any protesting parents outside the
school nor have they been in my office. In the nine years |
have been in this school, three families have met with me
regarding our cycling policy, particularly on the issue of
young children (those below year 4) riding with parents. Each
time, the parents were invited to write to School Council
and/or present their views at Council for consideration. Each
time this has occurred, the policy has been reviewed at
Council at length and, in the first two circumstances, the
current policy has been ratified. More recently, Kylie Hosking
(1 will use names in this case since the parents were happy to
have their name published in connection with this issue)
accepted the invitation to attend School Council and present
her views. Far from protesting, she offered a reasoned,
impassioned and well-researched case for change which was
appreciated and well received by members of the Council. It
was decided that we should have further discussions on this
issue, particularly given the excellent work prepared by Ms
Hosking in relation to potential guidelines for parents and a
policy framework. It was then decided by Council for a
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member to meet with Ms Hosking to discuss the issue further
with a view to formulating a policy and the matter was taken
up by the School Council’s Traffic Safety Committee. This
was done and, at the last meeting, it was decided to completely
rewrite the policy, including allowing younger children to
cycle with responsible adults within certain guidelines. This
was clearly communicated and thus my bemusement at the
appearance of the pointless article in the local paper. My only
conclusion is that the article was opportunistic, deliberately
mischievous or simple grandstanding by whoever was
responsible for it — or maybe a combination of all of the
above. So what other inaccuracies are there in the article?
Well let’s go through it. Is anyone “protesting”? Clearly, not.
The names of two parents were listed as “leading the charge”.
Only one of those parents, Ms Hosking, has ever approached
me or Council about the cycling policy. It was also stated that
“the council has so far refused to change the policy”. Clearly
untrue and this fact was clearly stated to the reporter and
known by parents prior to the article going to press. The whole
premise of the article had no basis in fact. Further, it should be
noted that School Council is not influenced in its decision
making by emotive front page articles, especially in regard to
policy affecting the safety and well-being of our children. A
new policy will be presented to the July School Council
meeting for approval. It is extensive, based on solid research
and fair to all. Most of all, it has the safety of our children as
its prime objective. It will be interesting to see who takes
advantage of this opportunity once the new policy is in place.
