Early childhood research

providers have participated enthusiastically. As part of our 

commitment to this project, we recently presented at a 

Research Forum conducted by the Department of Education 

and Early Childhood Development (DEECD). The 

presentation of our research was well received and we made 

many valuable connections with other groups working in 

similar fields. We were also approached by the Curriculum 

Corporation regarding a possible feature article in their 

leadership publication ñCurriculum Leadershipò. 

Congratulations must go to the whole Prep team for their 

leadership in this area and to Anne McDonald in particular 

who has driven much of the innovation in our transition 

program and who managed to get up on stage at the Sofitel 

and speak most confidently to the 300 gathered Principals, 

researchers, academics, teachers and DEECD officials. 

Year 6 museum excursion  

Iôm so thoroughly proud of the year 6 children who I 

accompanied on their excursion to the Melbourne Museum to 

see an Imax documentary on volcanoes and then the Pompeii 

exhibition. They were just magnificent all day with barely a 

cross word with any of them. The exhibition staff commented 

on how good they were. ñA Day in Pompeiiò was crowded 

with members of the public and so we decided to allow the 

children to proceed through the display in small friendship 

groups rather than try to get our larger groups through. It was 

an act of faith and confidence to which the students responded 

with incredible maturity. They all thoroughly enjoyed the 

exhibition, showed genuine interest in its content and story 

and were incredibly well-behaved and responsible.

Traffi c Safety Committee Update  
We are still continuing to discuss the possibility of 

funding for the detailed design stage of our proposed 

traffic and parking strategy with the Education 

Departmentõs Infrastructure Division on the heels of 

their visit to the Sc hool in late May.  Also in 

attendance at this meeting were representatives 

from the Departmentõs Regional Office and the 

Mornington Peninsula Shire.  While we feel this is 

going to be a long and drawn out process the 

Committee and School Council are passio nate about 

this issue and will continue to contact the 

Department in relation to our request for funding.  

We will also look at all other avenues to raise 

awareness of the significant traffic issues which are 

evident at our School given our corner location  on 

busy roads and limited parking spaces.  

 

While we are pushing on with seeking the funding 

required for the proposed improvements to the 

parking and traffic flow around the School there are 

a few things that we as a community can do in the 

mean time to m ake little bit of difference.  We 

recognise that the following suggestions may not suit 

all families but may be able to be tried by some which 

could reduce the number of vehicles at the school, 

particularly at peak pickup time:  

 

Car pooling/sharing drop offs or pickups  

Many families live close to each other and drive to 

and from school separately every day.  Kids generally 

enjoy travelling to and from school with their friends 

and a regular routine of sharing say one drop off or 

pickup each a week works r eally well for many 

families already.  

 

Walking to a designated pickup spot  

Older children may like to walk part of the way home 

with their friends and then be picked up from an 

agreed, safe meeting place where the 

parent/guardian is waiting for them prior to their 

arrival.  

 

Supervised bike riding to school for children under 

year 4  

Take advantage of the new policy with regard to 

children under year 4 level being able to ride to and 

from school while supervised by a responsible adult.  

 

Picking up a little la ter (but before 3.4 5pm) 

Feedback from some families with older children is 

that they arrive at the Jones Rd car park around 

3.40pm and find that they can usually quite easily 

obtain a parking space.  While we know this is not 

workable for parents who colle ct children from their 

classrooms it does work quite well for those families 

who pickup at the school gate/office area.  

 

Dropping off a little earlier (but not before 8.45am)  

Feedback also shows that a similar situation happens 

in the morning, particularly  at the drive through drop 

off area.  Traffic usually flows quite well through the 

drop off just prior to and around 8.45am but can 

bank up at 8.55am so being a few minutes earlier can 

be less stressful for all concerned and get you moving 

quicker.
