Cyber Bullying

There has been a lot in the news lately about Cyber
Bullying — some of it heartbreaking. It's very difficult as a
parent to know how best to handle our children’s access
to the internet. As they get older constant
communication, social networking and chatting on line
become incredibly important to them. So how can we
keep them safe online?

What is Cyber Bullying - Cyber Bullying occurs when a
person or a group, repeatedly tries to hurt someone else,
using a mobile phone or computer to intimidate,
humiliate and manipulate another person. It is not
accidental. It is not teasing amongst friends and mates.
It is a deliberately aggressive act designed to assert
interpersonal or social power over another, so that
he/she feels helpless to respond. (Definition from Cyber
bullying stories — see website below)

Talk to your child — Discuss the issue of online safety
with your child. Reassure your child that you are there
to help if they get into trouble. Remind your child never
to put personal information online — phone numbers,
addresses, etc.

Provide safe and supervised access - Consider the
best location for your computer. It is recommended that
internet access should be in a public place, maybe in the
family room or lounge room. Make sure you have safety
software installed — antivirus, spyware and a firewall.
Monitor e-technology use - Know what sites your child
is using to talk and share online. Remind your child that
others can access all online and text messaging.

behaviour changes in your child. Please let us know if
you have concerns about cyber bullying.

Update your knowledge — Spend time with your child
online and learn about the sites they visit and the
language they use. A handy one to know is POS, which
means Parent Over Shoulder!
