ASC Strategic Intent Forum  

Last week, I attended a Strategic Planning Forum for the 

Australian Sports Commission to help plan a way forward in 

supporting and strengthening community sport. The ASC is 

making a concerted move away from simply dealing with elite 

sportspeople to a much stronger focus on building the grass 

roots of community involvement. This follows on from a 

conference that I attended in Canberra in 2008 which kick-

started this new direction for the ASC. Representing Victorian 

primary principals, I strongly put the case for stronger, clearer 

links between local community sport and school sport to assist 

children in their pathways to future sport involvement. 

Cycling challenge follow -up  

As you know, Chloe, Molly and Lochlan travelled to Casey 

Fields to compete in the Victorian Schools Cycling 

Championship. Lochlan finished 7th in his event with Molly 

and Chloe finishing 4th and 5th. Although the girls did not 

make the top 3, their times were so fast that they were offered 

wild card entries into the State Championships later in the 

year. This is a great effort given that this was the first time the 

girls had ridden road bikes and Lochlan actually rode a 

mountain bike in the event. On the following week, Chloe and 

Molly competed in the schools mountain bike challenge with 

Chloe finishing 4th and Molly coming 2nd in the state. What a 

great effort girls. 

School Council  

We had a very short public meeting prior to School Council in 

Monday evening. With no members of the public arriving and 

with the Councillors already being very familiar with the 

School Annual Report, the presentation of the report was brief 

and questions were few. The President took the opportunity to 

thank the team that produced the report, which was of very 

high quality, and to thank all of those who work at the school 

to produce the kind of results so clearly evidenced in the 

report. Several issues were dealt with at the subsequent 

business meeting but one of particular interest was the passing 

of a new policy called ñCommunity Code of Conduct.ò You 

may remember that, at our last meeting, we passed a School 

Council Code of Conduct. These were documents that 

previously sat within the schoolôs Charter but no longer form 

part of the Strategic Plan and so need to be delineated in 

policy.

Bicycle clarification  

After a letter from a parent and discussions with a small 

delegation, I need to clarify a point in the cycling policy.  In 

the guidelines for parents, there was some concern about the 

statement that ñDue to the dangerous location and the lack of 

clear visibility, all children riding along Mornington-Tyabb 

Rd from direction of the Tyabb township must use the school 

crossing in Boes Rd and should not cross at the roundabout.ò 

The word ñmustò has been removed from the statement and 

replaced with ñshouldò by School Council as this was the 

original intention of the ñguidelinesò for parents. The 

guidelines in the policy are exactly that, guidelines, and this is 

supported by the statement preceding that says, ñWith the 

location of our school on a very busy intersection and our 

significant parking and traffic management issues, there is an 

element of risk associated with the use of bicycles. With this in 

mind, the school provides these guidelines to the school 

community.ò It is clearly the responsibility of parents to 

manage the use of bicycles to and from school and clearly 

their responsibility to decide on what they consider to be a 

safe route. It was the opinion of Council that we could not 

advocate for the non-use of an available school crossing 

despite the obvious difficulty getting from Mornington-Tyabb 

Rd to the crossing. In the end, neither route is completely safe. 

We have, in response, written to the Shire Council to request 

that they upgrade the link from Mornington-Tyabb Rd to the 

Boes Rd crossing, making it safer for cyclists to get to the 

crossing. Interestingly, I drove over the hill on the way back 

from a meeting at Hastings last week. Even at 40km/h, there is 

only about 4 seconds between a car coming into visual range 

over the hill and then arriving at the intersection. That is one 

of the reasons that the school crossing was placed at the top of 

the hill. The Traffic Safety Committee continues to work with 

stubborn bureaucracies to obtain improvements to our local 

traffic situation. In the meantime, I urge all road users to treat 

our school environs with the utmost care and caution!
