Working with Children Cards 

The situation in regard to parents not having Working with 

Children Cards is an increasingly difficult one, and is 

becoming particularly so with the canteen. A current, valid 

WWC card is a legal requirement, DEECD policy and school 

policy (see relevant section of the policy below) for all adults 

working in the school canteen. I understand that this is a 

burden but I hope you understand that we have no option in 

this and that it is in the interests of all of our children that this 

regulation exists. We run the risk of not being able to fill 

canteen rosters if we do not have more parents apply for and 

obtain WWC Cards. It is a useful card to hold, especially if 

you are involved with other activities with young people like 

sports and youth organisations. 

School Council policy excerpt: “In order to maintain high 

levels of safety for all students and a commitment to 

maintaining high standards of professional conduct, it is a 

Department of Education and Early Childhood Development 

requirement that all new employees, including those applying 

for transfer or promotion, hold a current satisfactory NCHRC. 

School Council requires that volunteers and visitors who 

participate in programs that have potentially higher levels of 

student contact than normal must hold a valid Working with 

Children card. Working with Children cards are free for 

volunteers and can be used in other circumstances outside of 

school. Specifically, a WWC will be required for all volunteers 

involved in: 

¶ Camps 

¶ Sleep-overs 

¶ Canteen roster

¶ Median age first marriage in 1980 ς male 24.2, 

female 22.1 

¶ Median age first marriage today ς male 29.6, female

equipment effectively and need the help of their 

Generation X or Y children to be able to set the 

clocks on all their bits and pieces though!
