| believe | iould explain to parents why programs in th2 P
grades will be disrupted over the coming weeks. This week
and over the next couple of weeks, Pirepteachers at this
school and at every primary school in Victoria will be
conducting the 2 English Onlineassessments for all students
in years prep to 2. This has come as a result of a governmen
directive late last term. The testing has been mandated on ve
short notice and without any consultation with principals,
professional associations, teacher unionschools. The
assessment is conducted by classroom teacheits-ame

with each student and each test takes, at begt5 30inutes

and often much longer. The testing is supposed to be
conducted online but the DEECD computer system has
completely failel to cope and so teachers in most schools hay
resorted to paper testing rather than sit through the 3 to 10
minutes of wait time for each of the multitude of pages of the
test to load. This of course means that data will need to be
entered later, creatingore cost and more lost time. Each
teacher needs to be replaced in order to conduct the testing 4
so Tyabb will spend several thousands of dollars on
replacement teachers as will most other schools around the
state. This is money that was otherwise catteth to more
valuable student programs and which has had to be redirects
to the testing without cons
annual budget process. Teac
indicated that the testing is of little value to them in either
informing their teaching or providing relevant data for school
reports. Each grade teacher will spend anywhere between 2
and 4 days of valuable instruction time out of the classroom t
conduct these government mandated tests. Whilst they shoul
be teaching/our children, they will instead be conducting
tests solely it seems to provide the government with data.
